September Newsletter 

 

 

Iôll be at the beach when the newsletter is distributed, not to return until the morning of 

Saturday, September 11th.  But, while Iôm enjoying the final days of summer and the in-

creasingly more powerful September waves, there were some things from the summer 

that I want to reflect upon: 

 

First, and most significant, was our offering of a summer version of the Sunday Christian education program.  

This not only allowed some of our parents an opportunity to participate in the teaching, but gave our young 

people a chance to see Christian education as something that may be experienced year-round.    I am espe-

cially appreciative to the following summer teachers: Jim Lowe, Carol and Bill Hart, Christine Meyer, Stacey 

Kennedy, Beth Marino, Kathy Krizan, and Cindy Turner. 

 

Related to our summer Christian education is the significant increase in attendance at our Sunday services 

this summer over last.  In the months of July and August, we enjoyed an average Sunday attendance of 50 

and 42, respectively.  While this may seem small to some, I would observe that our Sunday attendance in July 

and August of 2009 was 23 and 22.  A 90% to 110% increase in attendance is worth some celebration. 

 

Speaking of which, we should begin planning some sort of service recognizing our first year together.  Gener-

ally, rectors are received by their congregations in a formal liturgy, known as an Institution or Installation, 

that is planned and organized by the search committee as their final action. [Somewhere in recent history, di-

ocesan search consultants began to neglect informing search committees of this responsibility.] I confess to 

resisting organizing such an event as Iôve always been uncomfortable with their focus on the rector and his or 

her ministry rather than that shared by the entire congregation.  Since rectors are generally left to organize 

these things themselves, that accentuates the feeling that these are mere exercises in clergy ego. 

 

So, I would like those interested to let me know if they would like to join with me to plan a celebration for 

the entire congregation that would be as unique as our parish.  Rather than relying on a familiar, and a little 

tired, liturgy, this would be an opportunity for us to compose our own, based on the rich variety of music and 

expression similar to that experienced at the Haiti Relief Concert in February. 

 

Finally, the summer was a ripe time for continued improvements, both small and large, to our worship space.  

These were documented on the Rectorôs weblog, The Coracle [http://thecoracle.blogspot.com/], and included 

the restoration of a memorial plaque, new flags and poles for the front of the church, removal of the old,  

in-ground oil tank, painting and restoration of the floor of the rectoryôs front porch, power-washing of the 

church façade, new bathroom flooring in the parish house, some fresh plantings around the rectory, the  

removal of unnecessary equipment from the sanctuary and chancel, and, last but not least, the installation of  

air-conditioning in the church. 

 

Not bad for eight weeks, eh? 

 

Since September 1st is my first anniversary as Rector of Christ Church, and since I will be away on that date, 

I want to take this space to thank all of you for your encouragement and participation.  I am especially  

grateful to those who invited others to experience, at least on one Sunday, what is special, different, uplifting,  

joyful, and new about Christ Church.  Please help me make the season to come our best yet.
